2. Regular text

Papers must be written in English and have a maximum of 7000 words (including tables, references, captions and footnotes).
You may use the styles contained in this document to format your text. The provided styes are labeled: sonologia-abstract; sonologia-author; sonologia-figure; sonologia-footnote; sonologia-heading1; sonologia-heading2; sonologia-heading3; sonologia-mail; sonologia-paragraph; sonologia-quote; sonoolgia-reference; sonologia-title.

If you don't know how to import these styles to your text file, we strongly recommend that you copy your text to this file and apply the styles we've provided. 

The main text uses Arial, 12-point Font size, single spaced and justified. Skip one line from one paragraph to another. 

3. Citations

References should use the Author-Date-Page format (Author, 2011: 34). Citations with 1-3 lines should be incorporated in the text, between “quotation marks” (Sonologia, 2016: 167). Longer citations should appear separately without quotes, as follows:

Please ensure that data provided in the references are correct. When copying references, please be careful as they may already contain errors. Arrange reference list entries in alphabetical order by the surname of the first author or by title if there is no author. Use only the initial(s) of the author's given name, not the full name, with a space between the initials.
